
Since 1975, Community Television 
of Knoxville (CTV) has been the 
center of training and access to 
media production facilities for the 
exclusive non-commercial use of 
Knoxville & Knox County residents. 

Accessible to more than 100,000 
cable TV subscribers in Knox Co. 
and millions of others around the 
world via the Internet, CTV serves 
a wide constituency - especially the 
community residents, nonprofit or-
ganizations, community groups, & 
local government agencies that use 

the center to produce programs.   

Providing local programming not 
available anywhere else, CTV is 
truly the place where community 
embraces diversity.  Program top-
ics address a wide variety of issues 
connected to local and global 
concerns, including:  the arts, liv-
ing with disabilities, environmental 
issues, local government, historic 
preservation, physical & mental 
health, lifestyles, municipal & po-
litical affairs, religious & spiritual 
issues, sports, travel & recreation.

PRODUCTION  FACILITIES & EQUIPMENT                
If they wish, community residents 
can submit finished programs cre-
ated using their own equipment. 
Others who wish to create pro-
grams using CTV equipment may 
do so after completing appropriate 
production training workshops.  

CTV offers fully equipped TV stu-
dios  with ample space for inter-
view formats, multiple cameras, 
professional lighting, audio mixing 
and a teleprompter.   Each studio 
is also equipped with a camera 
switcher that allows producers to 

create network style virtual sets, 
balanced audio, and integrated 
character graphics.  One studio is 
even equipped to allow callers to 
participate during live programs.

For remote shoots, CTV provides 
the use of digital video cameras, 
microphones and portable light-
ing kits.  Using CTV’s digital editing 
software, video can be transferred 
from almost any format for editing. 
It can then be edited into clips; clips 
can be joined using transitions; and 
background effects can be added.

AFFORDABLE RATES            

Depending on the number of people involved in 
your crew, the cost for producing a regular weekly 
TV show can be as little as  $24 per year!  That in-
cludes access to our facilities & equipment and any 
training you may require.  Local 501(c)(3) nonprofit 
organizations are eligible to receive hands-on staff 
assistance in directing their programs.   Qualified 
nonprofit organizations can also subscribe to use 
our Community Events Calendar to promote their 
events for the cost of only $30 per year.

Increasingly, nonprofits are begin-
ning to appreciate the importance 
of an active presence on the web.  
A current trend is the use of video 
technology and web design to 
enhance creativity, share informa-
tion, encourage interaction and 
promote collaboration among 
users.   CTV can help nonprofits 
create their own digital stories or 
public service announcements 
to post to their own websites or 
upload to popular social-network-
ing sites like MySpace and You-

Tube.   We can help them develop 
important skills in distilling their 
message and the effective use of 
production elements like perspec-
tives, emotions, images, voice, 
sound and the spoken word.
It is also important to remember 
that video created for television 
or the Internet can also be used to 
create a historical archive; recruit, 
orient & train new volunteers; 
support formal grant propos-
als;  enhance fundraisers or other 
events designed to raise aware-
